The Class Score Detail page displays specific class
assignments and grade information. The Assignment,
the Assignment Category, and the Score may link to
more information.

Key Concept: If there is an assignment listed but
there is no score — check the date. This may be an
assignment that has been listed to make parents
aware of an upcoming due date. Teachers also may
use special codes for assignment scores to convey
information to parents.

The Teacher Comments page allows you to view
any comments that teacher may have submitted for
your student. From here you are able to view your
student’s current schedule with teacher names and
comments.

Teacher Comments ‘
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Comments — Comments are entered by the teacher
about your student prior to the scheduled treatment team
meeting. There should be at least one comment per
month entered for each teacher. Teachers with students
who are in study hall are not required to enter comments;
however, they may choose to do so. Teachers are to
keep comments for two months visible to parents.
Sometimes comments may be entered more often than
once a month. Teachers may enter comments more
often when things occur in the classroom they feel you
should be made aware of.
